DAY WISE ITINERARY 

 

Day 1: Arrive in Ho Chi Minh - City Tour of Ho Chi Minh 

Upon arrival, you will be warmly welcomed by your Tour Manager or local tour guide. After settling in, enjoy the afternoon exploring 

the rich history of Ho Chi Minh City. 

Your first stop will be the War Remnants Museum, which provides a comprehensive and poignant overview of the Vietnam-

American War, offering deep insights into the country's tumultuous history. Next, visit the Saigon Notre-Dame Basilica (viewed 

from the outside due to ongoing construction), a stunning neo-Romanesque cathedral that stands as a symbol of French colonial 

influence. 

As you continue your city tour, pass by beautiful European-style landmarks, including the grand City Hall (Hotel De Ville) and the 

elegant Old Opera House. You’ll also visit the Saigon Central Post Office, a masterpiece of French colonial architecture, and take a 

quick photo stop at the Reunification Palace, a significant historical site, from the outside.

Day 2: Visit Cu Chi Tunnels - Ride on Water Bus – Free Time at Ben Thanh Market 

After breakfast, we will embark on a journey to the Cu Chi Tunnels, a remarkable network of over 200 kilometers of underground 

tunnels that played a vital role during the Vietnam War. As you explore the tunnels, you’ll gain insight into the ingenious methods 

used by the Vietnamese soldiers for shelter, storage, and strategic movement during the conflict. 

Next, we will head to Bach Dang Station, where we will board a water bus to Binh An Station. This scenic boat ride offers a peaceful 

escape from the bustling city streets, providing a unique perspective of Ho Chi Minh City’s landscape from the water. It’s a refreshing 

and picturesque experience, allowing you to see the city’s skyline and river life from a different vantage point. 

In the evening, we will visit Ben Thanh Market, the most famous shopping destination in Ho Chi Minh City. This vibrant market is the 

perfect place to pick up local goods, souvenirs, textiles, and handicrafts. Wander through the market, enjoy the lively atmosphere, 

and perhaps sample some delicious street food before heading back to your hotel.

Day 3: Leisure Day – Leisure Day

Day 4: Danang – Explore Hoi An 

Today we transfer to Danang by flight. After settling in, we will head out to explore the charming Hoi An Ancient Town. As you drive 

through the town, admire its well-preserved heritage, including the iconic Tile-roofed Japanese Bridge, ornate Chinese Assembly 

Halls, and traditional ancient houses that reflect the town’s rich cultural history. 



 

 

Next, enjoy a tranquil boat trip on the river, where you’ll be surrounded by the beauty of the shimmering water, illuminated by 

hundreds of colorful flower lanterns floating peacefully on the surface. You’ll have the chance to release your own flower garlands, 

making a wish for good luck for yourself, your family, and loved ones.

Day 5: Tour of Bana Hills & Golden Bridge - Photo stop at Dragon Bridge 

After breakfast, we head to Ba Na Hills and take the Cable Car to the hilltop station. Explore the French-inspired resort, including the 

Old Villas, French Stable, and Tinh Tam Garden. Visit the impressive Linh Ung Pagoda with its traditional Vietnamese architecture, 

then take a walk through the well-manicured Loc Uyen Garden and Quan Am Pavilion. At Nui Chua Peak, enjoy stunning views of the 

natural reserve. 

Next, visit Fantasy Park, an amusement park with fun rides for all ages, and end with a stop at Linh Chua Linh Tu Temple to 

experience Vietnam’s Buddhist culture. In the evening, enjoy a photo stop at the Dragon Bridge, a unique landmark and key artery 

connecting the city to the airport.

Day 6: Fly to Hanoi - City Tour of Hanoi - Cyclo Tour 

After breakfast, we check out and transfer to the airport for our flight to Hanoi. Upon arrival, we begin our city tour with an 

orientation walk at Ba Dinh Square, where you can take photos of the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum from the outside. We’ll then pass by 

the One Pillar Pagoda, a unique and historic structure, and visit the Tran Quoc Pagoda, the oldest pagoda in Hanoi, located on the 

serene West Lake. 

Next, we will explore the beautiful Hoan Kiem Lake, a tranquil spot in the heart of the city. To immerse yourself in the charm of 

Hanoi, we’ll take a leisurely Cyclo Ride for approximately 45 minutes through the bustling streets of the Old Quarter, where you can 

experience the lively atmosphere and local culture up close.

Overnight in Hanoi. 

 

Day 7: Hanoi – Hanoi – Day Cruise on the Ha Long Bay 

After breakfast, we begin our scenic journey east towards Ha Long Bay. Ha Long Bay is a must-visit destination for those looking to 

experience Vietnam's natural wonders and a peaceful escape in a stunning environment. Board your cruise and enjoy the view of the 

bay which features over 1,600 limestone islands and islets, rising dramatically from the emerald waters. 

A delicious local lunch will be served on board, featuring a set menu with fresh seafood and regional specialties. After lunch, we’ll 

explore the heart of the bay and visit two magnificent caves: Thien Cung Cave and Dau Go Cave. These stunning natural wonders 

are filled with impressive stalactites and stalagmites, making for a truly mesmerizing experience. Alternatively, you can choose to 

relax on the boat and enjoy the tranquil beauty of the surroundings.

 Passport should be valid for 6 months from the date of departure
